Programs

The Bachelor of Arts in Foreign Language and Literatures requires a minimum of 120 semester hours.  ECU requires a minimum 2.0 overall GPA and 

a minimum 2.0 major GPA for graduation.  The Classical Studies, French, German, Global Studies, and Hispanic Studies concentrations require a 

minor to complete requirements for graduation. In the second semester of the junior year, all foreign language and literatures majors, with the 

exception of classical studies and global studies, must pass an oral qualifying examination.
