If the business administration
minor is chosen, MIS 2223 (CIS 110), ECON 2113 (ECO 251), and MATH 2283 (MAT 152) should be completed at the NCCC during the freshman or
sophomore year. If the communication studies minor is chosen, COMM 1001 (COM 110) and COMM 2410 (COM 231) should be completed at the
NCCC during the freshman or sophomore year.

Minimum Credit Hours Required for Graduation: 120

The Bachelor of Arts in Theatre Arts requires a minimum of 120 semester hours. ECU requires a minimum 2.0 overall GPA and a minimum 2.0 major
GPA for graduation. Theatre arts majors must attain a minimum grade of C- (1.7) in all required theatre courses and must maintain a GPA of 2.0 in
major coursework.
