Minimum Credit Hours Required for Graduation:

The Bachelor of Science in Communication requires a minimum of 120 semester hours.  ECU requires a minimum 2.0 overall GPA and a minimum 

2.0 major GPA for graduation.  Students must be admitted to the School of Communication prior to pursuing the major. Admission may be 

requested upon acceptance to ECU. Students are required to meet with a School of Communication’s advisor in order to apply.   To continue in any 

communication major, the student must maintain a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0 or higher for the journalism, interpersonal/organizational and 

media studies concentrations. The public relations concentration requires students to maintain a minimum GPA of 2.5.  A minimum grade of C- (1.7) 

is required in all COMM courses that count toward the major. In addition, a minimum grade of C- (1.7) must be achieved in all COMM prerequisites 

before students can advance in the curriculum.
