The Bachelor of Fine Arts in Art requires a minimum of 120 semester hours.  ECU requires a minimum 2.0 overall GPA and a minimum 2.0 major 

GPA for graduation.   Concentrations are offered in Animation and Interactive Design, Ceramics, Film and Video Production, Graphic Design, 

Illustration, Metal Design, Painting, Photography, Printmaking, Sculpture, and Textile Design. An approved senior show is required to meet 

graduation requirements.
