Minimum Credit Hours Required for Graduation:

The Bachelor of Arts in Psychology requires a minimum of 120 semester hours.  ECU requires a minimum 2.0 overall GPA and a minimum 2.0 major 

GPA for graduation.  In order to declare a major in psychology, an undergraduate must have at least 40 s.h. of completed coursework, a minimum 

cumulative GPA of 2.3 and at least a grade of "C" in PSYC 1000 or PSYC 1060. A faculty advisor will be assigned to each student to aid in planning 

an overall program. Undergraduate students majoring in psychology are encouraged to minor in biology, business, chemistry, child development 

and family relations, mathematics, philosophy, or sociology or to take a composite minor approved by the faculty advisor and chairperson.
