Minimum Credit Hours Required for Graduation:

The Bachelor of Arts in Theatre Arts requires a minimum of 120 semester hours.  ECU requires a minimum 2.0 overall GPA and a minimum 2.0 major 

GPA for graduation.  In order to be accepted into the Theatre Arts, BA, students must complete an application and interview.  Theatre arts majors 

must attain a minimum grade of C- (1.7) in all required theatre courses and must maintain a GPA of 2.0 in major coursework. All theatre courses are 

restricted to declared theatre arts majors.
