The Bachelor of Fine Arts in Art Education requires a minimum of 120 semester hours.  ECU requires a minimum 2.0 overall GPA and a minimum 2.0 

major GPA for graduation. 

An approved senior exhibition is a requirement for graduation.  Certification to teach requires demonstrated teaching competence and 

recommendations from the certifying institution. The state of North Carolina now requires a 2.7 GPA for acceptance into the College of Education 

Educator Preparation program.
