Minimum Credit Hours Required for Graduation: 120

The Bachelor of Science in Special Education, General Curriculum requires a minimum of 120 semester hours. ECU requires a minimum 2.0 overall
GPA and a minimum 2.0 major GPA for graduation. Prior to enrolling in selected professional education courses (see catalog or an ECU advisor) and
applying for the internship experience, all students must be admitted to the upper division of educator preparation. Application for admission is
normally completed during the second semester of the sophomore year or first semester of the junior year. Transfer students must have completed
at least 12 s.h. at East Carolina University before they are eligible to apply.
