Minimum Credit Hours Required for Graduation:

The Bachelor of Science in Sports Studies requires a minimum of 120 semester hours. A minimum cumulative 2.0 GPA and 32 s.h. of general 

education coursework are required for admission to the program. A minimum grade of C- (1.7) is needed in all required KINE courses for successful 

completion of the degree. The degree requires the student to declare an approved minor.
