Minimum Credit Hours Required for Graduation: 120

The Bachelor of Science in Political Science requires a minimum of 120 semester hours. ECU requires a minimum 2.0 overall GPA
and a minimum 2.0 major GPA for graduation. A minimum 2.5 GPA is required to be accepted into the Pre-Law concentration.
