The Bachelor of Science in Rehabilitation Services requires a minimum of 120 semester hours. ECU requires a minimum 2.0 overall
GPA and a minimum 2.0 major GPA for graduation. Majors must earn a minimum grade of C (2.0) in all ADRE courses. Admission to
the program requires a minimum cumulative 2.5 GPA from ECU, successful completion of two core ADRE courses within the
rehabilitation services major, and an application. Program admission is competitive. Admission to the university and/or achieving a
minimum 2.5 GPA does not guarantee admission to the rehabilitation services degree program. Applications should be submitted
when the student is nearing completion of 42 s.h.
